Prayer Points  
 
Monday: Pray for brothers and sisters at TLC as we go to our work for the 
week. Think of someone in particular and pray that they can bring the 
love of Christ into the situations they find themselves in this week. 
 
Tuesday:   Pray giving thanks and with awe for all that we have been 
given, for the abundant love and grace shown to all humanity in Christ, 
for the Spirit of Christ that has made a home in our hearts.  Pray that we 
can meet Christ in those we contact today and can embrace the stranger 
as a gift.  
 
Wednesday: Pray that we as a community can join with our brothers and 
sisters in the worldwide family of Christ.  Pray that we avoid evil and 
stand against it when we find it.  Pray for the people in churches that can 
take action to address the abuse that has been done in the guise of the 
name of Christ.  Pray that we will ensure survivors are heard, affirmed 
and responded to with what is needed to bring healing and wholeness. 
 
Thursday: As part of the wealthiest 20% of the world we are using 80% of 
the resources.  Pray that debate on climate change and emissions targets 
can move beyond profits and short term goals to restore creation bring 
God’s justice. Pray that we will be willing and find ways to do the hard 
things and to give people who are hungry, sick and marginalised 
glimpses of the kingdom, ensuring secure food and water supplies.   
 
Friday: Pray for asylum seekers who head to our shores, fleeing for their 
lives and seeking somewhere they can live.  Pray that they and their 
families will not be harmed and find safety.  Pray for people of Australia 
that we will move past party politics and debate to act with love and 
respond to the basic needs we share as humans, each person made in the 
image of God.  Pray that we can move beyond fear to act in love to all 
those involved. 
 
Saturday: Pray for Karl, Lyn, Xanthe, Daniel and Rebekah Weaich as they 
serve through the work of FreeSet in Calcutta amongst sex workers.  
Rejoice that the women are seeing the good news and know it in the work 
of that project.  Pray that the business will be able to grow and change 
people’s lives bringing new life. We pray that Lyn can find a soul mate 
and that they will continue to know Christ there in their midst. 
 
Sunday: Pray for those who serve us in this community in the upfront and 
the behind the scenes work of TLC.  Pray for Anne, Philippa and Harley as 
they find paths in the new territory of being elders.  Pray specifically for 
one of the groups that you know of at TLC, that the Spirit of God will be 
with them and work through them to touch people.
