"Martha, Martha," the Lord answered, "you are worried
and upset about many things, but only one thing is
needed. Mary has chosen what is better, and it will not
be taken away from her."

The following are suggestions you may find helpful in reflecting and
praying
Use others of your own if you wish
These reflections use the text that is the basis recent sermons.
The Passages are Luke 10:25-37 (the good Samaritan) Luke10 38-41 (at
the Home of Mary and Martha)
They are a meditation over a week on God at work through the realm of
our senses.
Take time to be still, quiet, un-distracted and away from the busy-ness of
life.

Perhaps you will sit or move gently, slowly, rhythmically so as not to be
distracted
Maybe walk slowly in the early morning or the quiet of the evening or even
swim or slowly dance
Breathe slowly and deeply in and slowly out.
Ask Jesus to guide you as you reflect upon the passage.
Then…
Each day from Monday to Saturday

…read one of the passages
…allow the gospel story to speak to you
…take your time - allow the words to prompt you in your being –
mind, body, spirit.
…focus one of the following senses as you reflect on the passage

Hearing, Seeing, Touching, Tasting, Smelling

Breathing (…not a sense, but vital to us!)
…Reflect upon how God is at work through this sense in the world of Luke’s
characters.

…Reflect upon how God is at work through this sense in your world and
our world today.
…Pray with your “senses wide open” as He leads you to act in this world

On Sunday try something different…
…Take time to give thanks for each of your senses and how He uses you
with senses “wide open” as part of His Kingdom in this world.
